LOUP DREDGING EXPLANATION TO THE DATA TABLE

The Loup hydroelectric system begins west of Genoa at the Headworks Dam where the water from the Loup River is diverted into the manmade canal and used for hydro generation and irrigation. The first two miles of the canal were established as a settling basin to permit silt and sand to settle to the bottom. To ensure the water flows unimpeded into Loup’s two powerhouses, an electrically driven, floating dredge, called “The Pawnee” has been removing the sand and silt along the Loup River near Genoa for 75 years, so that electricity can still be generated. 
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
