Slime Lab Experiment

Materials: 

· Elmer’s glue 

· Liquid Laundry Starch

· Water

· Measuring Spoons

· Plastic Spoon

· 1 Small Cup

· Food Coloring (Optional)

· Plastic Bag (Optional) 

Directions:
1. In the cup, put equal amounts of glue and water. Stir to dissolve glue. Add some food coloring if you want colorful slime.
2. Add same amount of laundry starch to your glue mixture; stir well.

3. As the new material starts to form, you may have to take it out of the cup and knead it to make the slime form.

4. Slime can be stored in a plastic bag.
